REVOLUTIONARY WAR ENCAMPMENT at
The Fort at Number 4

1-2 October 2011

The Regiment, under the command of Lieutenant Colonel O’Shaughnessy, will
participate in the Revolutionary War Encampment at The Fort at Number 4 the
weekend of October 1-2, 2011.

Uniform for the weekend is normal battle dress #2. Muskets to be equipped with flints
and hammer stalls.

Fort 4 is located by the Connecticut River at 267 Springfield Road (Route 11) in
Charlestown, NH. The Fort telephone is 603-826-5700. Please endeavor to arrive
afternoon or evening of Friday, September 30. For the great majority of our members,
the drive is between 2 and 3 hours.

Directions:

• GPS: 267 Springfield Road (Route 11) in Charlestown, NH.

• From Boston, travel north on Route I-93. Just south of Concord, NH, take I-89 north.
Travel about 35 miles. Take exit 12 onto NH-11 west toward New London/Sunapee.
Continue on Route 11 through Sunapee, Newport and Claremont. From Claremont,
follow Routes 11 and 12 about 15 miles toward Charlestown, turning right onto NH-
11 west (Springfield Road). The Fort entrance will be on the left. Stop at the
Registration table.

• From NH or southern ME, use Route 101 to I-93, then follow the directions above.

• From central Massachusetts and Rhode Island, travel north to Worcester. Take I-190
north to Route 2 west. Take exit 24B onto Route 140 north, merging with Route 12
north. Continue on Route 12 north through Keene, NH. Continue north on Route 12
to Charlestown, NH, turning left onto NH-11. The Fort entrance will be on the left.
Stop at the Registration table.

· Alternate Route: Take Route 2 west to I-91 north. Take exit 7 onto VT-11 east,
crossing the Connecticut River into NH. The Fort entrance will be on the right.

The Regiment will encamp just outside the southeast corner of the Fort, as depicted in
the attached Site Plan. Please report to Camp QM Steve Leet upon arrival for
directions. The weekend menu will be as previously published. $20 for food for the
weekend.

18th Century disipline will be maintained from 0930 hrs Saturday until the end of the
event on Sunday afternoon. Modern anachronisms are to be kept strictly out of sight.

This will be an excellent opportunity to support Fort 4 as it recovers from a two-year hiatus, and to
support it as a Boston Garrison site. Crown forces will include the King’s Rangers, 1st Foot Guards,
4th, 9th, 10th, 20th, 29th Regiments of Foot, von Riedesel and Royal Irish Artillery.

Current weather forecast calls for clear and warm weather Friday, 40% chance of showers on
Saturday, partly cloudy and fair on Sunday. Daytime temperatures in the 50’s and 60’s. Nighttime
temperatures in the low 40’s. Bring appropriate blankets and sleep-wear.
